There will be no refund of registration fees after 15 Apr 2024 without Division 1 President’s approval.
REGISTRATION: Registration fee includes food for the Theme Party on Tuesday night along with entertainment provided, the Opening Breakfast Wednesday morning, the President's Dinner Wednesday night, the Honors Banquet Thursday night, refreshments (e.g. coffee, snacks, etc.) during the convention, all logistics, a commemorative conference magazine, and a welcome bag. Individual meals may be purchased separately, if not attending the full event, and/or for guests who will be joining us for a specific meal event.
MEALS/SEATING: Assigned seating may be given for the President’s Dinner and the Honors Banquet. Delegates will receive their tickets as part of their registration package. Those who purchase separate admission tickets can pick their tickets up by checking in with the AFSA 201 Host Desk. A seating chart will be available in the Convention Registration Area, as applicable. Late registrants cannot be guaranteed seating with their chapter. Special meal requests must be made known at least 30 days prior to the event.
HOTEL ROOMS: Reservations must be made by calling Bally's Dover Casino Resort at 800-711-5882 between 10:00 AM and 10:00 PM and using group code: GAFSA01. There’s no charge for your reservations and you will just need to cancel at least 48 hours in advance should your plans change. We’ve negotiated the best possible rates at $99/night through 31 Mar (plus occupancy tax & resort fee = $123.41), single or double occupancy. If sharing a room to save on expenses, ensure both are listed on one Division 1 registration form. 
DRESS REQUIREMENTS:

Opening Breakfast (Formal function).  AFSA Members – Suit or dress highly encouraged, coat and tie, business attire, or equivalent; Military Personnel – UOD.
Business Meetings. AFSA members should attend all meetings in their AFSA blazers, sports jacket with(out) tie, pantsuits, or skirts, as appropriate.  The uniform for personnel attending in official P/TDY status is normally any blues combination, however, UOD (OCPs, etc. are authorized).
President's Dinner w/Reception (Formal function).  Suit or dress highly encouraged, coat and tie, business attire, or equivalent; Military Personnel – Service Dress.
AOY / NCOY Selection Boards.  Nominees will meet their respective boards in Service Dress uniform.
Honors Banquet w/Reception (Formal function). Gentlemen – Tuxedo or dark suit; Ladies – Evening wear (long or short dress).  Funded or Non-funded Military (P)TDY orders: Mess dress or semi-formal uniform.
Membership Appreciation Room (MAR): Casual attire (appropriate for adults). The MAR, while sponsored by AFSA Chapter 201, your Host Chapter, is an extension of the hotel and will be held in Fire and Ice. The Convention Manager and Host Chapter President are responsible for overseeing ticketing/compliance.
No-Smoking Policy: There will be a "no-smoking" policy in effect for all official business, social, and entertainment events. In addition, all hotel rules regarding smoking/non-smoking areas within or on the grounds of the hotel must be followed. Strict fines are enforced.
